Since editions vary greatly, and we ask all students to make annotations in their texts throughout the year, we strongly advise families to purchase new or unmarked copies of books using the EXACT ISBN NUMBER PROVIDED. All texts are available from MBS Books, our online bookstore. However, you may wish to use another bookseller if you need them quickly.

Some recommendations:

· We strongly encourage students to read beyond the required reading by choosing several books from the list below that suit their interests. These choices should be at or above their grade level.

· Since some of the books listed may contain adult themes, language, and/or content. Parents are encouraged to take part in the selection process. 

· We also recommend that students do their reading in August so the details are still fresh when the school year begins.
Whatever the selection of books may be, we encourage your child to read broadly over the summer.
